5. District and County Cllrs’ Reports: Cllr Gent had sent in his report which had been circulated.
 Cllr Howe reported meetings on the Local Plan were continuing.  
Cllr Manser enquired whether there was an update on the Clyst Valley Trail. Cllr Howe replied that matter was presently ongoing.

7.     Finance – The Clerk confirmed that statements and spreadsheets had been circulated.   Following payment of the agreed payments there is a credit balance of £2453.59 in the Treasurer’s Account and following the agreed transfer of funds to the CIL account, the CIL account now stands at £10,000.  This month payments due to be paid are £259.95 x 2 payments for AB Grounds Maintenance, Village Hall fees of £19.50  and the Clerk’s salary of £375.83.

Cllr Marks confirmed no response had been received regarding payment of the P3 money and he would send a further reminder. 

8.   Neighbourhood Plan: Cllr Bowen reported that he had had a meeting with Angela King who confirmed there were no Government Grants available. He said that Bishops Court had managed to obtain a grant as they are designated under the Local Plan to take more housing.  Angela King said the Consultant they used was Paul Weston who has now retired. Cllr Manser confirmed he had assisted Bishops Clyst too.  Angela King said she was aware consultants   may wish to buy into Devon Together and that Stuart Thomas and two other 
Consultants could help.  Local residents, including Clyst St George residents are also keen to assist.   This matter to be an Agenda item next month to discuss assistance in this matter. 

9.  Speeding – Cllr Manser said there was a consultation on the speed limits between the Fire Headquarters roundabout and Clyst St Mary.  He felt this would produce a more unified approach.  Presently the speed limits were a little confusing changing from 50 mph towards Redlands Service Station and then lowering to 40mph on road leading to Clyst St Mary. He has been contacted by Highways’ representative who is awaiting further discussions on this. 

10. Cllr Bowen suggested a unanimous vote be given To get the work carried out on the overhanging branches of the tree.

13. Reports from Councillors: 

Cllr Bowen reported that he had heard back from Burdicks on the supply of a 1.8m fence.  Short discussion on the height, and 1.8m was agreed.  The quote was agreed by all to be reasonable.  
Cllr Bragg considered the ground work would cost in the region of £600 plus VAT including seeding.  It was agreed that a gate would be put on the corner.  The posts were also discussed. 
The quote received for the fencing, plus the posts and gate and groundwork would amount to £6625. Following short discussion
Unanimous Vote for £6625 to be paid for groundwork, fencing, posts and gates. 
Cllr Bowen also reported that he had spoken to the Headmistress at the School about the hole in the ground, she took a photograph of this, circulated and the matter was announced during School Assembly.  She confirmed that she had spoken to parents regarding this also.  Councillor Bowen had thanked the School for their positive attitude regarding this. 
Cllr Ward reported that to date she had emailed Woodbury Parish Council to enquire who they used for cleaning their bus shelter. She would continue making enquiries for this cleaning to be carried out but was aware that the shelter is difficult to clean.  She will obtain tenders from local firms and report back. 
Cllr Manser considered David Aggett and Sam Burdick be contacted for their quotes and for quotes  for  the grass cutting around the neighbourhood.  He will obtain quotes and circulate. 
Cllr Manser also enquired who would be dealing with the Precept which would be higher than in previous years.  This matter to be on the Agenda for next meeting.  Cllr Bowen confirmed he would check the figures from previous years. 
Cllr Marks will, again, chase the P3 payment and hope this is to hand soon.
