
MINUTES OF A MEETING OF CLYST ST GEORGE
PARISH COUNCIL
held on 18  February 2026 at 7.30pm in the Parish Hall

1.Apologies for absence: Cllr. Bowen, Cllr Stubbs and Cllr Knowles,
               
2. Approval of Minutes of Meeting: Unanimous approval

3. Declaration of interest: Cllr Manser – 26/0103 Mayfield, Lower Lane, Ebford

4. Open Forum -  None

5. District and County Cllrs’ Reports: 
Cllr Gent confirmed the speed restriction along the A376 towards Clyst St Mary, and enquired whether the Parish Council were satisfied with these restrictions. Was it an improvement? Cllr Manser responded saying he considered 40mph through the A376 road towards Clyst St Mary.  Cllr Manser explained the psychology of changing speeds which Cllr Gent understood and confirmed he would endeavour to sort the matter out.  
Cllr Gent also reported on the poor state of the pavement to the George and Dragon Inn and confirmed it was on the list to be resurfaced – he would try to get this work carried out as quickly as possible.
Cllr Gent reported that Clyst Road was presently a huge topic of discussion – he considered it could make an excellent cycle route.  Cllr Manser agreed and said he had had discussions with Cllr Howe about this at the same time as discussing the Neighbourhood Plan.  At present there were PGL walkers going through Clyst Road and it was not safe at all.  
Cllr Gent then went on to discuss on a County Council level the farm estates and due to local government reorganization, asset sales may have to be carried out to keep services running in Devon and new systems will have to be set up and this will fragment Devon. Cllr Bragg enquired if this meant there would be development of some farms, or whether Devon would be left out of this, considering the money that could be raised.  Cllr Gent replied that if farms were to come for sale, the County Farms Estate would have to bid for them.  If there was a funding crisis in two years’ time they may have to go.

7.     Finance – The Clerk confirmed that statements and spreadsheets had been circulated.   Following payment of the agreed payments there is a credit balance of £1,428.13 in the Treasurer’s Account and the CIL account now stands at £10,014.21.  This month payments due to be paid are to AB Grounds
Maintenance of £259.98, EDDC for Dog Bins of £381.89, Village Hall fees of £19.50 and the Clerk’s salary of £375.83.     
Unanimous Vote for the payment of accounts detailed  
It was also confirmed that Cllr Ward would be issued with a Bank Card for the account and she would assist the Clerk in producing a new format for the spreadsheet of accounts.  The Clerk was grateful for the offer of assistance and a new card would be ordered from Lloyds Bank. 

8.   Neighbourhood Plan: Cllr Knowles confirmed that Kim Dearsley had agreed to assist her with this.  She said that Angela King had not been available but she requested that Cllr Manser meet with Angela King to ascertain our position.  

9.  Bus Shelter – Cllr Ward reported that she had received a quote from an Exmouth firm for the first clean of the bus shelter on the main road for £180 and subsequent cleans would be cheaper. This would be carried out early in the morning.  The bus shelter in Ebford appears damaged but suggested that it be cleaned first and then the damage be assessed. 
Unanimous Vote for this work to be carried out. 

10. Grass Cutting - Cllr Manser confirmed that the grass cutting could be 
carried out twice monthly by David Aggett but he did not take away the cut grass.  Cllr Bragg confirmed that when the fencing work is carried out the grass will have to have been cut previously.  He had received a quote of £130 to cut and take away.  Cllr Manser confirmed that when it was viable for this to be carried out as in previous years and it was also suggested that the grass be cut down by the nurseries and that pesticides be put down,
Unanimous Vote in favour of this work being carried out.
