7.     Finance –  

The Clerk  reported there has been no movement on the Treasurer’s Account in the past month. In the CILaccount the interest received was £3.84, making balance in hand £10018.05. The payments authorised at the last meeting for AB Grounds Maintenance, the Village Hall and the Clerk – these payments had not been authorised and are therefore still due to be paid.  The payments for the past month also include AB Grounds Maintenance of 259.98, the Clerk of 375.83 and the Village Hall £19.50.  It was agreed these payments to be made without delay.   The first Precept payment is due on the lst April 2026.

8.   Neighbourhood Plan: Cllr Knowles confirmed that she was waiting to hear from Angela King and when a meeting is arranged Kim Dearsley will be present.  Cllr Howe requested that he be copied into emails.  Cllr Manser agreed to be present at the meeting with Angela King. Following discussion, Cllr Howe suggested that the current Neighbourhood Plan be studied carefully.

 9. Bus Shelter: Cllr Ward confirmed the first shelter clean would take place the next day. Starting cost to be £180.

10. Grass Cutting: Cllr Bowen confirmed the list of grass cutting had been sent.  Following discussion, it was agreed that Cllr Manser liaise with Aggett Bros and arrange for the first cut to be carried out in March.  Cllr Manser confirmed they would not be picking up the grass.  The fencing work will commence on the 23rd March.  Cllr Bowen confirmed he would make enquiries about a gate. Cllr Bragg commented that the land did require drying out, and this should be taken into consideration.

12. Reports from Councillors:

Cllr Marks reported there were problems with a male relieving himself outside the Village Green and suggested a warning sign be placed there to discourage this.   He had also seen children digging up the earth there which he would deal with. 
Cllr Bowen reported that the village sign for Clyst St George was crooked. This had been reported.
Cllr Stubbs reported that the defibrillator had been repaired using the Village Hall funds.  Cllr Bowen considered the Parish Council should assist in the payment of this.  The annual cost is £250.  Cllr Bowen suggested a quote be obtained for the two defibrillators.  Cllr Manser confirmed that Ebford Residents already pay for one.  
Cllr Ward and Cllr Bragg had nothing to report.
Cllr Knowles reported there were three members to assist with the speed watch, and they were awaiting training.
Cllr Manser reported that the problem of speeding on the dual carriageway would take a while to be dealt with – this had to go through HATOC – the consultation would be open until the end of March 2026.
