7.     Finance – The Clerk confirmed that the spreadsheet and bank statements had been circulated.  The balance in hand in the Treasurers Account was £6480.94.  There had been two returned payments which are inexplicable and the telephone call to the bank could not explain the reason – it was put down to an ‘error’ on their automation. They were listed as paid without any delay or loss.  It was confirmed there were accounts outstanding for CGM in the sum of £7260, AB Gardening for £259.98, Village Hall of £19.50, Bus Stop Cleaning of £180 and the Clerk’s salary of £375.83.  
Cllr Stubbs on behalf of the Village Hall Committee confirmed the Grant request for £250 for Clyst St George and Ebford contribution.
The Clerk reported that the authorities on the Bank Mandate were being updated. Cllrs Manser and Bragg were now removed and Cllr Ward, our Finance Councillor will now authorize payments.  She has received the Card Reader from the Bank and awaited the Bank Card. Cllr Ward confirmed she would familiarize herself with the financial matters in co-operation with the Clerk, including checking the AGAR Report for PKF Littlejohn.
 Unanimous Vote for distributed accounts and payment of accounts detailed with the agreement to withdrawing funds from the CIL account if required.
Unanimous Vote for the £250 Grant be paid.

10. Reports from Councillors: 

Cllr Ward reported that she had received a quote for the cleaning of the bus stop shelter was £90 per quarter or £140 per half year.  The Ebford bus stop required cutting back.  Cllr Bowen will make enquiries regarding getting this done – from the bus stop onwards.
Unanimous Vote for the quarterly work to be carried out and account settled - £90 per quarter.
Cllr Stubbs reported that she had contacted Highways and arranged that the Dog Walkies sign be removed. The Dog Walkies sign was removed but was subsequently replaced and Highways removed that one too. She noted that the public should be reminded that approval was required under the 1980 Highways Act. 
Cllrs Bragg reported that the reseeding of the rough piece of land where the panel had been removed would be carried out when the wetter weather arrived, possibly autumn time.   
Cllr Bowen agreed with Cllr Bragg and will liaise with the school over this as well for completeness. 
Cllrs Manser and Marks had nothing to report.
